In
Bangladesh, discover how farmers in low-lying areas facing sea level rise and flooding are reviving an old
agricultural technique—floating gardens—that has inspired floating schools, libraries, hospitals, and
playgrounds. And travel to the mountainous desert of Ladakh in northern India to glimpse giant ice
pyramids, or “ice stupas,” invented by a Ladakhi teacher and engineer to help the community adapt to
global warming. Through her work documenting these stories, Carrere offers a hopeful look at the
resilience, perseverance, and innovation of humankind under even the most difficult of conditions.
